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Resumo/Abstract

Esta apresentacdo explora as maneiras pelas quais a percepg¢ao luso-brasleira dos indios independentes
do leste de Minas Gerais e as relagcbes que com eles existiam foram moldadas pelas representagdes
cartogréficas. Como documentos historicos, 0s mapas revelam uma tensao constante entre as politicas da
Coroa que, de um lado, restringiam a colonizagdo do Sertdo do Leste e, de outro, impulsionavam o estudo,
a explorag&o e a conquista do territorio e seus habitantes indigenas.

This presentation explores the ways in which maps shaped Luso-Brazilian perceptions of and relations with
the independent Indians of eastern Minas Gerais. As historical documents, they reveal a constant tension
between Crown policies that restricted colonization of the Eastern Sertdo and a countervailing impulse to
explore and exploit the zone. Maps not only reflected the emerging drive to conquer the region’s native
peoples, they also impelled it.
